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  This sacred holy shrine , one of the five Takht s of the Sikh Panth , is the 

magni ficient Takht Sri Harmand ar ji Patna Sahib , in district Patna 

(Bihar), where Guru Gobind Singh ji was born and spent his childhood 

days to age 4 . Some relics of Guru Sahib  are also preserved in this shrine , 

including his childhood pangurha or cradle and fo ur iron arrows, sacred 

sword of the Master and a pair of his sandals . Both the Guru Granth 

Sahib and the Dasam Granth are installed here, attended by granthis.
